FICE Romania considera ca acest ajutor ar trebui acordat, in primul
rand, de institutiile statului cu roluri si atribute Thn domeniu, de politicienii
de toate orientarile politice, de autoritatile publice centrale si locale,
care sa construiasca politici publice adecvate, strategii pentru
sprijinirea familiei.

Este nevoie de o viziune holistica asupra familiei, daca dorim cu
adevarat sa sprjinim atat societatea actuala cat si pe cei care vor veni
dupa noi. De fapt, avem datoria sa facem mai mult pentru cei care vor
veni dupa noi!

Grija reala pentru familie trebuie sa insemne structurarea unor
strategii care contina atat componente ale politicilor de locuire a

avem aproape 4 milioane de romani in afara granitelor tarii si cel mai
mare numar de copii din Europa care au parintii plecati la munca in
strainatate).

Dar rolul de suport al familiei in procesul de educare si de
pregatire pentru viata a copiilor trebuie sa fie (re)asumat si de scoala,
care nu trebuie sa dezerteze din nobila misiune formativa si sa devina
doar un furnizor de cunostinte teoretice, considerand ca menirea
educativ-formativa este doar a familiei.

De asemenea, biserica, ONG-urile acreditate, organizatiile
profesionale si cele pentru sprijinul familiei trebuie sa conlucreze pentru
structurarea unor abordari pragmatice si rationale ale problematicilor
familiei, pentru respectarea atat a principiului unicitatii si demnitatii
familiei cit si pentru realizarea coexistentei familiale in mediul
comunitar, social.

Buna ziua, excelentele voastre, doamnelor si domnilor (deputati
si senatori), stimati participanti!

As dori, inainte de toate, sa multumesc organizatorilor pentru
invitatia de a participa la aceasta conferintd pe un subiect atat de
actual, interesant si ofertant.

Textele legale nu definesc ce este aceea o familie. Definitiile le
gasim mai degraba printre sociologi, antropologi si istorici care ne
semnaleaza ce se intelege printr-o familie. O definitie simpla ar fi:
persoane unite prin casatorie sau filiatie care locuiesc sub acelasi
acoperis. La aceasta am putea adauga caracterul familiei de unitate
economica sau chiar de unitate de consum. Desi textele legale nu
definesc familia, stabilind o serie de relatii si obligatii intre memobirii ei,
ele configureaza si delimiteaza structura familiei pe care o au in
vedere.

Nu voi folosi termeni precum modern sau modernitate pentru a
evalua pozitiv sau negativ aspectele ce tin de subiectul ce ne
intereseaza nici pe acelea de traditional sau tradifie. Cert este ca
familia spaniola a experimentat in ultimele decade o serie de
schimbari, la nivel de comportament, de roluri asumate si de relatii
intre membrii ei, schimbari ce si-au gasit, uneori mai devreme alteori
mai tarziu, expresia in textele legale prin care legiuitorul a ales sa
aduca la un numitor comun realitatea si dreptul. Un exemplu pentru a
ilustra cele spuse ar fi acela ca, pana in 1978, casatoria
civila/subsidiara era norma impusa iar catolicii trebuiau sa treaca prin
apostazie pentru a incheia o casatorie civila. Constitutia din 1978
stabileste separarea dintre Biserica si Stat si declara statul laic,
schimbare ce secularizeaza pactul matrimonial dar si alte aspecte
legate de acesta cum ar fi filiatia, custodia, regimul matrimonial sau
chiar desfacerea casatoriei.

Vorbind despre aspectele legale principale ce definesc cadrul
juridic al familiei spaniole voi mentiona la baza articolele 32 i 39 din
Constitutia Spaniei. Primul prevede, la alineatul unu, ca ,barbatul si
femeia au dreptul de a incheia o casatorie in conditii de egalitate in
fata legii” iar la alineatul doi se mentioneaza ca ,legea va reglementa
formele casatoriei, varsta si capacitatea necesare pentru a o incheia,
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drepturile si obligatiile consortilor, cauzele de separare si desfacere a
casatorie cat si efectele acestora”. Articolul 39 statueaza ca ,puterea
publica asigura protectia sociala, economica gi juridica a familiei
adaugand la alineatele urmatoare prevederi referitoare la protectia,
statutul si drepturile copiilor nascuti in sau in afara casatoriei.

Observam deci ca, din punct de vedere al institutiilor de drept,
casatoria este un contract bazat pe vointa partilor ce la randul lor
trebuie sa indeplineasca nigte cerinte. Recunoasterea dreptului la
casatorie este forma constitutionala de garantare a dreptului
persoanei de a-si configura in mod liber viata.

Legatura dintre casatorie si familie este un fapt sociologic
constatat insa din prevederile constitutionale se desprinde clar ca
ceea ce realmente identifica o familie ca atare este mai degraba
legatura paterno-filiald sau nucleul de convietuire parentala si mai
putin starea civila a membrilor familiei.

Plecand de la aceste premise stabilite prin legea fundamentala,
legiuitorul spaniol a inteles, in pas cu realitatea sociala, sa aprobe o
serie de legi care au modificat radical fizionomia Codului Civil n
materia dreptului familiei. Voi mentiona pe scurt legea 11/1981 cu
privire la filiatie si drepturi parintesti sau legea 30/1981 cu privire la
cauzele de anulare a casatoriei, de separare si divort, doua legi care
la vremea lor au spart canoane demult depasite de societate. Au
urmat legi de modificare in materia adoptiei, a tutelei, a
compatibilizarii vietii de familie cu cea laborala, a reglementarii
relatiei dintre bunici si nepoti, a tehnicilor de reproducere umana, a
intreruperii voluntare a sarcinii si a extinderii institutiei casatoriei la
consortii de acelagi sex.

Aceasta din urma, legea 13/2005, permite oficierea casatorie
intre persoane de acelasi sex sau de sexe diferite, in deplinatate de
drepturi gi obligatii, oricare ar fi componenta cuplului. De aici deriva
faptul ca efectele casatoriei se mentin in integritate independent de
sexul partilor. Reglementarea se bazeazd pe fundamente
constitutionale solide: promovarea egalitatii efective a cetatenilor in
dezvoltarea libera a personalitatii lor, conservarea libertatii formelor
de convietuire, instaurarea unui cadrul legal real pentru ca toti
cetatenii sd se poatd bucura de drepturi fara niciun fel de
discriminare. Interesant de mentionat este faptul ca legea a fost
contestatd la Curtea Constitutionald invocandu-se denaturarea
institutiei casatoriei. Forul constitutional, intr-o interpretare evolutiva
a legii fundamentale, a aratat ca nimic nu indica ca ar fi un drept
constitutional exclusiv al perechilor heterosexuale gi in plus institutia
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de drept a casatorie nu igi pierde cu nimic din esenta sa mai ales ca
insasi societatea spaniola demonstreaza un inalt grad de acceptare
a uniunilor homosexuale. Acum, la 13 ani de la promulgarea legii si 6
ani de la sentinta Curtii Constitutionale, dupa aproape 40.000 de
casatorii oficiate, casatoria intre persoane de acelasi sex este o
realitate consolidata in Spania.

Si pentru ca am inceput referindu-ma la diversitatea formelor de
convietuire care, degi nu se incadreazad in ceea ce traditional
numeam familie, voi aminti pe scurt si conceptul de uniune
consensuala. Aceasta formuld de uniune civila nu este echivalenta
cu casatoria, aga cum reiese de altfel din jurisprudenta Tribunalului
Suprem, in aceeasi linie cu cea a Tribunalului Constitutional, cu toate
ca amandoua apar in Dreptul familiei. Desi nu este prevazuta in
Constitutie, uniunea consensuald se argumenteaza pe o serie de
articole constitutionale — 10 privitor la libertatea de dezvoltare
personald, 14 privitor la egalitatea in fata legii, 16 privitor la libertatea
ideologica si religioasa, 18 privitor la garantarea dreptului la onoare,
intimitate si imagine, si in principal deja mentionatul articol 39, din
care deriva obligatia ce revine statului de a proteja familia. Legislatia
nationala include notiunea de uniune consensuala in toate
reglementarile privitoare la drepturi economice, sociale si juridice ale
membrilor s&i, considerdndu-i egali in drepturi cu consortii. In
absenta unei reglementari unitare la nivel national, au fost
Comunitatile Autonome cele care au dezvoltat norme legale care sa
ofere acestor uniuni un cadru legal care sa le garanteze drepturile —
in materia descendentei, a mostenirii, a contributiilor sociale gi
fiscale, a locatiunii etc. - gi sa le ofere recunoastere atat juridica cat si
sociala.

Inchei intorcandu-ma la premisa initiala: evolutia conceptului de
familie ca model de organizare sociala este un fapt iar reglementarea
juridica trebuie sa tina pasul cu acest fenomen. Cand vorbim de
familie vorbim despre una dintre figurile sociologice si juridice cele
mai versatile si idiosincratice din istoria umanitatii, vorbim deci
despre evolutie.
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SOCIAL POLICY FOR CHILDREN AND FAMILIES
IN BULGARIA

Introduction

This text outlines the main points of the presentation made
under the National Symposium with International Participation “The
Family in the Romanian Society and the Preparation of children and
teens for family life”, held on 15 May 2018 at PalatulParlamentului in
Bucharest and organized by The Committee on European Affairs in
the Senate of Romania.

In order to contribute to the debate on the issue related to
contemporary family, the text points out three main areas of
discussion. The first one is an attempt to posit the main problems in
front of the social policy after the decline of the Keynesian social
state and therefore to outline the general framework of the main
challengesboth in front of the families and social systems. The
second point briefly offers a theoretical concept of social policy which
is not connected with the political discourse and therefore questions
the need of rediscovery of its socializing role. Since the main purpose
of the presentation was to share some experience from Bulgaria
related to the current Bulgarian EU Presidency, the last point of the
text discusses the main issues related with the legislation in regard to
families and children in Bulgaria.

The Crisis of the Keynesian Social State

Nowadays it is not easy to deal with social assistance in
countries like Bulgaria and Romania. What is the current condition
now almost 30 years after the regime change and 11 years of full
membership in the EU? According to the latest European Union
Statistics on Income and Living Conditions (SLC-EU) from 2015, the
share of people at risk of social exclusion in Bulgaria is 41.3%. Those
who are in severe material deprivation are 34.2% of the whole
population of the country. The values for Romania according to the
same study are respectively 37.4% and 22.7%. Although the
comparison of the data with the previous years of implementation
shows some improvements in terms of decrease of the share of the
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people included in these two groups among the population of the two
countries, it is obvious that the problem still exists.
In countries like Bulgaria and Romania people are apt to blame the
crash of the communist system as a main reason for the problems
related to poverty and social exclusion. At certain point, this might be
true as far as the process of change in the state’s role from
paternalist to regulatory one has demanded radical reforms of its
institutions and policies, where one of the main transformations is
that of its social policy. As Offe (1996:226) writes, “abandoning social
policy functions is an imperative” in the process of facing three of the
main problems in front of post-communist economies, i.e.
“privatization of property, liberalization of prices or “marketization”,
and stabilization of the state budget’(p. 225). The main
consequences for people’s lives, especially during the first years of
reforms, have been the radical shift to the condition of permanent
uncertainty. This situation inevitably leads to disillusionment. Bauman
describes this situation as the process in which “the state stopped
‘caring’ before its wards stopped needing care” (1994:22).
Live is more complicated in so called post socialist countries due to
the transition process. But it is important to stress the fact that the
challenges experienced by the population and social protection
system have wider range affecting especially the European Social
Model going back from 1970s with the crisis of the Keynesian social
state. Since this is not the main scope of the text but only an attempt
to present the more general context of the contemporary world, we
would limit the review of the welfare state decline only to the main
reasons and consequences’:
» Transformation from industrial to post-industrial type of
capitalism
» Decreased economic growth
= Fragmentation, insecurity and atypical forms of employment
» Increased unemployment and especially structural
unemployment
= Aging population and disproportion between labour force and
pensioners
» Enhanced women’s participation in the labour market
= Disintegration of the family as a major social institution

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The Crisis of the Family as a Major Social Institution

Since the main focus of the symposium is the family, it is
necessary to elaborate further the last point of the previous
paragraph or namely the crisis of the family as a major social
institution. Recent study summarizes the main tendencies related
with this crisis as follows?:

= Later stages of formation of families
Decreased number of official marriages
Increased share of divorces
Increased share of people leaving alone after the divorce
Increased proportion of people preferring to live together
without a marriage in comparison to the share of concluded
marriages

Eurostat data from 2016 shows that the share of extramarital
births in Bulgaria is 59% of the total number of births for the
respective year. This values put Bulgaria on a second place among
EU countries after France where the share of extramarital births is
60%. The respective value for Romania is 31%. The same study has
calculated that the share of teen births in Bulgaria is 12.0% and in
Romania 12.3% and these gives the leading places of the two
countries in EU. Additional data from Bulgaria shows that for the
period 1 October 2015 — 14 December 2016, Bulgarian State Agency
for Child Protection reports 853 reqistered cases of child
marriages/cohabitations and births given by under-aged girls. We
can only make suggestions about the real dimension of this
phenomenon. And this is not to blame the responsible institutions but
to question the state capacity to deliver adequate social policy.

The Role of the Social Policy —just a short remark

Why we refer to social policy? Usually in the political discourse
the main discussion is about the role of the state and the shortage of
financial allocations for social assistance. Even in the academic
research, the mainstream thoughts are directed to outlining certain
models of welfare state based on different indicators. This text does
not have the aim to follow this discussion but to stress the socializing
and inclusive role of the social policy. The history of the social policy
could be traced back in the distant 1601 with the acceptance of the
Poor Law by Queen Elizabeth of England. More detailed review
regarding the early welfare legislation is presented in the work of the

2Repon‘ on the Evolution of the Family in Europe 2008, Institute for Family Polices
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Romanian researcher George Marian Stefan®. The most important
fact coming from the adoption of such legislation is that the motives
are not based on Samaritan impulses but on the necessity to keep
the social order in the community that is the subject of the power and
therefore to keep the power itself.

In other words, if we are to define the emergence of the social
policy it would be because: “Power is committed to social issues to
bind community members to themselves ... when the community
breaks down or when certain social groups are marginalized.”
(Braykova.2000: 21).

The issue of keeping the integrity of the community had become
a profound task for the power with the emergence of the nation state
when the governments had faced the danger of losingsovereignty
and therefore the necessity to be able to bind the population to the
respective territory. Therefore, we might conclude that “.. as a
historical fact, the nation state, with its construction, becomes a state
with certain social functions and, in this sense, a social state” (p. 33).

Besides the necessity of binding the population to the
respective territory, two more important issues must be added: 1) the
alienation of the labour and its commodification and 2) the failures of
the “invisible hand” of the market as the best regulator if we are to
come back to the classical ideas of Adam Smith.

Looking back from 2018 in a historical perspective,and
especially toward the revival of Europe after the disaster of the two
World Wars, maybe we should confess the importance of adequate
social policy. And it is not only about when dealing with the troubles
of post-war times, since, as Mrs. Gabriela Cretu said during the
symposium, “the family can be self-destroyed” and furthermore “may
be our expectations toward the functions of the family nowadays are
too high”. If we are to come back to the previous paragraphs about
the challenges or so-called New Social Risks (NSR) of the
contemporary world and especially the disintegration of the family as
a main social institution, do we need to revise the definition of family
and rediscover the role of the social policy beyond the type of the
political discourse? | will leave this question open to the politicians.

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Social policy for children and families in Bulgaria — legal
framework

The lag between the current tendencies of the contemporary
world and the measures to solve the existing issues in regard to
social policy for children and families could be exemplified by the
case of Bulgaria. The bird-eye review of the Bulgarian legislation in
the field shows the existence of all necessary legislation regarding
children and families. For the sake of the volume of the text, the main
conclusions based on previous analysis of the cited legislation is
briefly sketched out next to the respective legal act.

The Law for Individuals and Families. The Law for Individuals
and Families was adopted in 1949. There is no definition about family
in this act. After 1989, the Law has been edited five times but mainly
in the part referring to the registration of non-profit organisations
since it is the basic document regulating the activities of these
organisations. The last change was made in 2000.

Family Code. This code was adopted in 1985. This is the only
legal act since now in Bulgaria that gives a legal definition of family
mainly based on its functions. The latest definition is from 1992 and
says:

“The main functions of the family are: childbirth, raising and

bringing up children; providing opportunities for the

development of the abilities of all family members, as well as
conditions for the fulfilment of their labour and public duties;
creating family relationships based on respect, affection,
friendship, joint efforts and mutual responsibility for its
development; care and moral and material support for the
elderly, sick and disabled members of the family.” (Bulgarian

Family Code, Art. 4)

It is important to stress the fact that this definition is actually the
same one as that stated in 1985. The only change made in 1992 was
the replacement of the wording “the socialist family” to just “the
family”. At the same time, latest internal legislation regarding mainly
property issues but found in different legal acts meets the necessity
of defining the notion of a family member as:

“Family members "are male spouse, female spouse, children

under the age of 18, and if they continue their education - up to

the age of 26 and if they are incapacitated or permanently
incapacitated - regardless of the age” (Internal Bulgarian

Legislation legal definition)
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Law for Child Protection. Bulgaria is one of the first countries
that ratified the UN Convention on the Right of the Child in 1991.
Nevertheless, the real work on Child protection in Bulgaria started
almost 10 years later after the adoption of the Law for Child
Protection in 2001 under the pressure of the international institutions.
The most intensive work in the field of child protection in Bulgaria has
started in 2007 after a scandal around the screening of the BBC
documentary ‘Bulgaria's Abandoned Children’ about the Mogilino
residential care institution (Ruse region). This is actually the
beginning of the intensive process of the first stage of the
deinstitutionalisation (DI) of abandon children in Bulgaria that has
been forced by UNICEF.

Law for Social Protection. The Law for Social Protectionwas
adopted in 1998 or almost 10 years after the changes in Bulgaria and
under the pressure of the World Bank for reforms in the system for
social protection. For the period 1989-1998, there are two legal acts
dealing with social protection. The first document is the Decree N:
485 of the Presidium of the Parliament from 1951 that was canceled
with the adoption of the Law for Social Protection in 1998. The
second act is the Decree N: 116 of the Council of Ministers from
June 1991 that allows the creation of Social Assistance Fund for
orphans, alone parents or families with disabled children as well as
for institutions for social care where the main financial funds are to be
collected by charity activities.

It might be concluded that the existence of a legal framework is
important. We must also confess that there are improvements
achieved in the social policy in Bulgaria and especially in the field of
deinstitutionalization and improvement of the social services for
children and families. But we should also put the question how
adequate is the legal framework to meet the challenges of the rapidly
changing world. This issue is of a great importance in the field of
social policy where we deal with human lives and especially
children’s lives and future.

The paper proposes a genuine perspective concerning families
at risk. The basic hypothesis is that the stability of modern families
depends more than ever on economical and demographical factors,
on the situation on the labour market and on a strong “inflation” of
social and behavioural (including sexual behaviours) models. All
these could be considered in certain circumstances as major risk
factors.

The traditional image of the family is strongly confronted with a
“‘new kind” of a day-to-day reality and with the pressure of various
factors depending on “extra-muros” circumstances (like for instance
high flexibility demanded on the labour market, higher costs of
education, real estate market, migration and demographic
development), factors that induce deep changes in the “traditional’
way of living. Some of the recent studies specify a wide range of
models and behavioural patterns and an increasing
heterogeneousness of moral values and axiological dimensions
characterising the modern family.

The social pedagogy and the formal education system still
operate with conventional values and concepts. This leads to a
number of biases and obsolete moral presumptions which
considerably influence the efficiency of the so-called “education for a
proper family life”.

Premise
